Shawl and Victor Anderson. The Center provides Bay Area dance students of all age
and levels with high caliber training in both contemporary and traditional movement
forms in a welcoming, nenompetitive environment. Our staff is committed to
nurturing and mentoring the growth of dancers and choreographers; cultivating a
healthy and supportive atmosphere for creative expression; sustaining traditions
essential to excellence in the field; and, fostering the evolution of the art of dance.

Who We Are: Our staff of 40 instructors is comprised of dance teaching artists
from across the Bay Area with extensive experience as performers, choreographers
and dance teachers as well as rich experiences as preschool teachers, classroom
teachers, musicians, artists and more.

What We Offer: ShawlAnderson Dance Center offers approximately100 classes a
week for children, teens, and adults. Our programs feature classes for students of all age
and levels as we strive to offer something for everyone. For children and teens specifical
we have ballet, modern, jazz, and hip hop classes andprpfessional modern program
called the ShawAnderson Youth Ensemble.

Our Location: The Center is located in the Rockridge District of Berkeley and is a
welcoming, comfortable neighborhood to bring your child for a dance class. Parents are
welcome to wait in our lobby or on the porch during class, shop at the many merchants ir
our immediate neighborhood, or take a walk in the beautiful Claremont and EImwood
neighborhoods. Street parking is available including unlimiteduand metered parking.

A Personal Touch: We strive to find the right class or classes for your child based on
his/her interests and goals for dancing. Our staff is happy to meet with any student and
family to discuss classes, levels, scholarships, and more. We also assist students in
preparing for college dance department auditions. Whether your child is starting dance fc
the first time, or has a goal of becoming a professional dancer, we work with you to find
the right class to excite, challenge, and inspire each student.

Attending Classes: Students are welcome to register for the full semester or pay for a
single class to try out a new teacher, level, or dance style. We highly encourage every
student to give a class3 weeks to see if the class is a good fit. Our teachers thoughtfully
evaluate students during the first 3 weeks to ensure that the level and content will be
exciting and challenging for their students. Please note that registering and paying at lea
50% of the tuition is the only way to guarantee a spot in a class. Students are welcome t
take a trial class, but this does not guarantee a spot in class.

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Class Descriptions

Ballet -Bfjes

We believe that ballet can be taught in a joyful, fun manner for youth of all ages, abilities, and body
types. If a child or teen is excited about ballet, we are excited to teach them. Stralgrson Dance
Center and its teaching staff aim to move beyond the deeply held stereotypes related to ballet and t
teach children in a manner that is fun, engaging, challenging aagpageriate. Our staff attends to
the physical, intellectual and emotional development of each young dancer based on current wisdon
around care for the body and the mind through dance practice.

PRE-BALLET ages5-6: These classes are for children ages 5 and 6 and serve as a first introdyctior
to ballet. PreBallet classes involve a variety of -ap@ropriate activities in a circle, moving across the

room, dancing freely in space, and learning short combinationsB&tet classes introduce students
to the language, etiquette, music and stories of classical ballet. Teachers use rhymes, stories and pi
such as scarves, hoops and more.

BALLET ages6-11: As children grow older, class structure starts to become more like a standard
ballet class with barre work, including the standard sequence of exercises to warm up the body|(plie
tendus, degages, etc). Barre work is followed by center work and locomotor movements acrosg the
floor. Ballet 6 -7 includes about 10 minutes of barre work and still involves stories and imagery that
help students learn and retain new ideas about balleBalitet 7 -9, students work longer at the
barre, continue to build their ballet vocabulary, and learn short danBegjinning Ballet 9 -11 is for
students of that age group that anew to ballet. Intermediate Ballet 9 -11 is for students with at
least one year of ballet who are ready to progress in the form.

BALLET agesl2-18: These classes are modeled after an adult ballet class. Class includes 45 minut
of barre work and 45 minutes of center and across the floor work featuring adagio combinations,
turns, jumps and more. We offer twdeginning Ballet classes for students who are new to balle
or with less than one year of experience. Based on age and grade, new ballet students should enrol
the Beginning Ballet for Middle School or Beginning Ballet for High School . Intermediate
Ballet is for students in grades-612 with one or more years of experience.

OURNICHE: ,.ShawlAnder son Dance Centerds youth balflle
5-18 who want to learn ballet, whether once a week or several times a week. We do not have ajcon-
servatory program for preprofessional ballet dancers. Students are welcome to come to the Center

just for ballet, or they may be part of our other programs in modern, jazz and hip hop. Our ballet
classes are also a great compliment for students who are studying drama, musical theatre, and othe
activities. Some students take dance classes in lieu of physical education at their high schools.

CURRICULUM:  Our ballet instructors teach techniques that includes various ballet traditions such
as the Vaganova, Cecchetti, and RAD methods. Please note that pointe waokireluded in our
teen program, as students must attend class more than twice a week to have the strength for ppinte
work.

Here at ShawlAnderson, our ballet program begins at ageWe believe that a creative based modg¢rn
dance class is the besttroduction to dance for 2, 3, and 4 year olds. The ballet bam@rk, turn out of
legs, foot positions, and other demands of ballet are too much for the preschool body. We bglieve
that students should start in a modern dance class to work on locometeps (jumping, hopping, gallopipg,
kicking, leaping, etc.), startimnd stopping safely, getting used to being in a class environmentared
Dance classes for young children strike a balabpewveen loosely structured, exploratory exercises gnd
more structured,"see and do" activities. Developing these important basic skills will get the young flance
ready for preballet starting at age 5.




Modern

Modern Dance is where the Shawhderson story began as the major form practiced, performed and

taught by our cefounders Frank Shawl & Victor Anderson. We offer classes for ages 1.5 to 18, includipg a

pre-professional track. Modern dance explores the concepts of space, time, and energy. Using much

basic vocabulary of ballet, modern dance is a style that requires strong technique as well as creativity.

DANCE WITH ME __agesl.5-4: A class for children who can walk, up to age 4. The Center offers twg
Dance with Me classes for children 35and 34 years old. An adult (parent, guardian, nanny, etc) must
participate with the child. Class involves creative movement, song, and play to engage the preschool
Dance with Me is perfect for children 3 and 4 years old who still feel more comfortable in a class with
adult participating alongside him/her.

MODERN ages3-7: These classes involve improvisation as well structured exercises that build basic
ern dance vocabulary. The focus is on locomotor steps, shapes, level changes, tempo changes, and

Our modern classes for preschool and kindergarten age students are creative dance classes that involve

props, stories, and imagery to inspire and facilitate movement.

BOYS MODERN agess-7: We are now offering modern dance classes for boys. Taught by our longt
beloved teacher, Maurice Charriére, these classes will introduce students to modern dance in a settin
is comfortable and welcoming, as well as age appropriate for boys.

MODERN agesr/-11: These classes build on basics taught in the Modéfrelasses (those are not, how-
ever, a prerequisite to take Modern ® or Modern 911). Students work on basic modern technique
through warmups, traveling patterns, and short dances and also involve improvisation and creative p
solving as a group, individually, and with partners.

MODERN agesl1-18: Modern for PreTeens and Teens is offered at three levels at the Center.
BEGINNING MODERN s for teens ages 128 who arenew to modern dandéis class teaches basic vo-
cabulary, alignment, spatial awareness, and how to see, learn, and embody movement phrases in cla
MODERN PRE -TEEN is for students 1413 with several years of modern dance expeinenbéh they will
learn more vocabulary, longer combinations and work at a faster pace.

INTERMEDIATE MODERN  builds on both the Beginning and PFeen classes for ages-18 and prepares|
students who are interested to build skills that will move them towards Advanced Modern.

ADVANCED MODERN _agesl2-18: This is our most advanced teen class for students with several y
of training in modern dance. This class uses the vocabulary and proper alignment the students have
on for several years, and now challenges the students with warsrand combinations that vary in dynan
qualities, tempo, direction, and level. Students pick up and retain movement easily, can reverse comk
tions, and can incorporate feedback from the teacher.
