Shawl-Anderson Dance Center is a non-profit organization that was founded in 1958 

by Frank Shawl and Victor Anderson. The Center provides Bay Area dance students 

of all ages and levels with high caliber training in both contemporary and traditional 

movement forms in a welcoming, non-competitive environment. Our staff is 

committed to nurturing and mentoring the growth of dancers and choreographers; 

cultivating a healthy and supportive atmosphere for creative expression; sustaining 

traditions essential to excellence in the field; and, fostering the evolution of the art of 

dance. 
 

Who We Are:  Our staff of 40 instructors is comprised of dance teaching artists 

from across the Bay Area with extensive experience as performers, choreographers, 

and dance teachers as well as rich experiences as preschool teachers, classroom 

teachers, musicians, artists and more. 
 

What We Offer:  Shawl-Anderson Dance Center offers approximately100 classes a 

week for children, teens, and adults. Our programs feature classes for students of all ages 

and levels as we strive to offer something for everyone. For children and teens specifically, 

we have ballet, modern, jazz, and hip hop classes and a pre-professional modern program 

called the Shawl-Anderson Youth Ensemble. 
 

Our Location:  The Center is located in the Rockridge District of Berkeley and is a 

welcoming, comfortable neighborhood to bring your child for a dance class. Parents are 

welcome to wait in our lobby or on the porch during class, shop at the many merchants in 

our immediate neighborhood, or take a walk in the beautiful Claremont and Elmwood 

neighborhoods. Street parking is available including unlimited, 2-hour and metered parking. 
 

A Personal Touch:  We strive to find the right class or classes for your child based on  

his/her interests and goals for dancing. Our Program Director Jill Randall is happy to meet 

with any student and family to discuss classes, levels, scholarships, and more. We also 

assist students in preparing for college dance department auditions. Whether your child is 

starting dance for the first time, or has a goal of becoming a professional dancer, we work 

with you to find the right class to excite, challenge, and inspire each student. 
 

Attending Classes: Students are welcome to register for the full semester or pay for a 

single class to try out a new teacher, level, or dance style. We highly encourage every 

student to give a class 1-3 weeks to see if the class is a good fit. Our teachers thoughtfully 

evaluate students during the first 3 weeks to ensure that the level and content will be 

exciting and challenging for their students. Please note that registering and paying at least 

50% of the tuition is the only way to guarantee a spot in a class. Students are welcome to 

take a trial class, but this does not guarantee a spot in class. 
 

Performances: Each December and June, the Center organizes informal performances in 

our large upstairs studio to share the studentsõ work with family and friends. Students ages 

7-18 at all levels are given the opportunity to perform. Students ages 3-6 will have final 

òperformancesó for families during their last regularly scheduled class. The end of 

semester performances and showings provide all of our students with the chance to 

demonstrate their progress and experience the challenge and thrill of performing with 

their peers.

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Attire for Dance Classes  
 

Ballet: (Girls) Black leotard, pink tights, and ballet slippers. Teens may wear any 

solid color leotard. Ballet skirts may be worn but no tutus or costumes are 

permitted. Long hair must be kept back in a neat bun & all jewelry removed. 

(Boys) White T-shirt, black tights, black or white slippers. 
 

Modern & Jazz: Leotards, tank tops, tights, & exercise pants are all options.  

No street clothes (e.g. jeans) and no baggy tops that cover the waistline. Hair 

should be up and jewelry removed.  Jazz students will dance barefoot. 
 

Hip Hop:   Loose or fitted pants that cover your knees.  Loose or fitted tops 

that cover your navel.  No restrictive clothing or clothing that may fall off your 

body.  Students need to wear sneakers. No jazz shoes or bare feet please.  Knee 

pads are optional.

Registration & Payment :  

To register, please complete a registration form at Shawl-Anderson Dance Center or 

online at www.shawl-anderson.org/registration.html. The only way to secure a spot in 

a class is to pay at least 50% upon registration. Early enrollment is advised, as class 

size is limited, especially for preschool and elementary age classes which are limited 

to 12 students per class. 
 

Payment options : 

1. Pay by CHECK or CASH in person or by mail ñ or by CREDIT CARD online 

Make checks payable to Shawl-Anderson and submit in person or mail to 

Shawl-Anderson Dance Center, 2704 Alcatraz Avenue, Berkeley, CA 94705 

Pay with a credit card at www.shawl-anderson.org/registration.html. Please 

plan to pay for the full session at once online.  

Pay 50% upon registration and the remainder by Wednesday, July 21 (cash/

check only). 
 

Refunds: 

Families may request a refund for tuition paid within the first 3 weeks of 

classes. No refunds will be given after the three -week period . The last day 

to request a refund is SATURDAY, JULY 10th.There is a non-refundable  

$5 registration fee  included in the cost of each class. A full refund will be 

given less the $5 fee and the cost of each class already attended ($13/class).  

If a student decides to drop a class after July10th, credit can be issued and used 

toward future tuition payments. 
 

Absences: 

No credit will be given for missed classes. If your child or teen needs to miss class 

due to illness or injury, please contact us to arrange for make-up classes or to make 

an alternate plan.  Please note that no refunds or credits are given for elective 

absences (vacations, play dates, etc.). Students may take a make-up class for elective 

absences. Please contact us to schedule a make-up class. 
 

Scholarships:  

There are a limited number of need-based scholarships available each semester.

Program Director Jill Randall will follow up 

with all scholarship applicants.  PLEASE NOTE: Scholarship request forms are 

due Saturday, May 15th, 2010  (We will consider requests received after that date 

but will give priority to those who apply by May 15th.) 
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
