Over the thirty-six years in which Pina Bausch 
shaped the work of the Tanztheater Wuppertal, till her death in 2009, she created a an oeuvre which casts an unerring gaze at 
reality, while simultaneously giving us the courage to be true to our own wishes and desires. Her unique ensemble, rich with 
varied personalities, will continue to maintain these values in the years to come.
